Amateur: noun; an athlete who has never competed for payment or for a monetary 
prize. 
 
Charter: noun; a document defining the formal organization of a corporate body. 
 
Incorporation: verb; to form (as a business) into a legal corporation.   
 
Inductee: noun; one who has been installed in an office or position with formal 
ceremony. 
 
Legendary: adjective; celebrated as an admirable person and an historical figure. 
 
Pioneering: verb; a person who is first or among the earliest in any field of inquiry, 
enterprise, or progress. 
 
Retired: adjective: withdrawn from or no longer occupied with one’s profession or 
business. 
 
Tournament: noun; a trial of skill in some game in which competitors play a series of 
contests
